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Structure
The Master of Arts in Sustainable Leisure Management is comprised of two primary components: An 8 month residency in Nanaimo for
course work and an 8 month period for fieldwork and thesis research. Coursework will start in August with a two week foundational
course for all students and end in April when students complete their final preparations for fieldwork and thesis research (varied locations).

The MA SLM is modular in design, and has students focusing on one course for four weeks with a one week break between modules.
The time between each course may be used for fieldwork and/or the development of students’ thesis proposals.

as—a-Second-Language program or equivalent.

* Acceptance and satisfactory review of the following items by the
Faculty Admissions Committee:

Resume and three letters of reference (two academic
referees and one professional) as well as a
comprehensive statement addressing each of the
following areas:
* Areas of research interest (i.e. parks, festivals,
resorts, tourism, community development,
recreation, etc.);
* Statement of career interest;
